MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  To provide public assistance and support services to parents in secondary and vocational programs.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 434/HCS creates new chapters in KRS 205 (Public Assistance and Medical Assistance):

Section 1:  Requires Cabinet for Human Resources (CHR): A) to take "all necessary actions" to let parents receiving public assistance participate in educational and vocational programs when assessments reflect that their chances of achieving self-sufficiency will improve;  B) to prepare an annual report documenting results of the actions necessary to accomplish the purpose of this legislation, as detailed.

Section 2:  Requires Cabinet 1) to honor parents' requests to volunteer for educational programs including work study and internships, as detailed; 2) .to honor parents' requests to continue current educational programs including work study and internships, as detailed; 3) to inform all parents receiving public assistance of the option to participate in educational and training activities; as defined; 4) to not allow the cabinet to discontinue recipients currently participating in educational programs and to not discontinue the supportive services, except for reasons detailed in the Act, including failure to participate in additional required countable activities.

Section 3:  Requires Cabinet 1)to undertake a joint planning process to ensure continuation of educational opportunities for low income parents and to include representatives detailed in the Act and 2) prepare a strategic plan including any funding necessary to create work study opportunities and to increase the access to child care funding.
