PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The purpose of this act is to require counties to pay for incarceration of juveniles in both pre-adjudication and post-adjudication state facilities; restrict sharing of juvenile records between agencies to official purposes only; delete automatic sending of law enforcement records to the courts when child is eliminated as a suspect; delete the $1.00 restitution fee to be paid to circuit clerk and increase the 2% fee paid to clerk to 5%, with money going to the circuit clerk's office rather than the general fund; provide that prisoners on community corrections programs and other forms of release may be electronically monitored and must pay monitoring fees; delete all provisions increasing the felony theft amount from $300 to $1000; create a new section of KRS Chapter 533 to require Department of Corrections to pay for prisoners placed in a county jail on conditional discharge.

	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable, however, the provision that the language increasing the felony theft amount from $300 to $1000 will keep the number of people held in county jails for misdemeanor theft to a minimum.  The restrictions on sharing of juvenile records between agencies, and the deletion of automatic sending of law enforcement records to the courts when a child is eliminated as a suspect will lessen the amount of administrative time and effort.  The provision that the Department of Corrections pay for prisoners placed in a county jail on conditional discharge will cut costs for local government.  This act will potentially cut expenses for local government and bring in a minimal amount of revenue.
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
