PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Retain provisions of first committee substitute with the following changes: 

Require the Department of Juvenile Justice to pay counties for the cost of detention from the date of commitment and to charge counties a per diem not to exceed $94 per day for lodging juveniles in state-owned facilities; treat a child acting in furtherance of a gang activity as a youthful offender; limit pretrial diversion program to Class D felons and limit the circumstances under which pretrial diversion can be used; delete increases in court costs; delete requirement that community service defendants pay a portion of the cost of their incarceration. 

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  The requirement that the Department of Juvenile Justice pay counties for the cost of detention from the date of commitment, and to charge counties a per diem not to exceed $94 per day for lodging juveniles in state-owned facilities will have a significant impact.  Deleting the provisions that require community service defendants to pay a portion of the cost of their incarceration will increase spending by counties.
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
