PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA 10 changes HB 455/HCS2 by amending KRS 438.250 as it relates to testing for hepatitis A and B, and tuberculosis when a probationer, criminal defendant, inmate, or parolee bites or causes a puncture wound.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HFA 10 has a minimal indeterminable fiscal impact.  Current cost is $220 per HIV test.  Adding the hepatitis A and B, and tuberculosis test will cost an additional $90.
