MEASURE'S PURPOSE: House Floor Amendment 1 amends HB 455/HCS by requiring only records pertaining to status offenders, public offenders, and youthful offenders be provided noted state agencies by public or private elementary or secondary schools, vocational schools, or institutions of higher education.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA #1 to 98 RS HB 455/HCS amends as follows:   

Section 10:
Creates a new section of KRS 17 requiring various criminal justice agencies to share juvenile information (House Floor Amendment 1 requires only information pertaining to status, public, and youthful offenders);

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HFA #1 creates no additional fiscal impact to HB 455/HCS.  The fiscal impact of House Bill 455/HCS is indeterminable because the information that has been received, does not totally address the broad reach of its provisions.  This legislation will impact numerous state agencies, as well as local government units throughout the Commonwealth.  State agencies affected by this legislation include:  Justice Cabinet, Administrative Office of the Courts, Cabinet for Human Resources, Public Defender's Office, Attorney General's Office, and Department of Education.
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
