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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: Section 24:  HFA #3 to 98 RS HB 455/HCS adds requirement for sexual offenders who do not complete the sex offender treatment program for any reason to serve his/her entire sentence without benefit of good time, parole, or other form of early release, and requires notices received by sheriffs and chiefs of police to be posted for not less than 7 days.

.PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA #3 to 98 RS HB 455/HCS amends as follows:

Section 24:  KRS 197.045 is amended to require sexual offenders who do not complete the sex offender treatment program for any reason to serve his/her entire sentence without benefit of good time, parole, other form of early release, and requires notices received by sheriffs and chiefs of police to be posted for not less than 7 days.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Department of Corrections officials state there would be no additional costs resulting from this amendment, as requirements already exist that prohibit sexual offenders from being paroled that do not complete the sexual offender program.
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
