MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HFA 8 deletes Section 113, which requires that prevailing wages be paid on private prison construction projects.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA 8 deletes Section 113 as it relates to KRS 337.010.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact.  The amendment removes the prevailing wage language, but does not specifically exempt private prison construction from the prevailing wage laws.  According to the Finance Cabinet, this type of project is already covered by the prevailing wage laws.
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
