PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill creates a deputy sheriff merit board in all counties that contain a city of the first class.  The rules of the board shall be consistent with KRS 70.260 to KRS 70.273 and shall address subjects such as:


1.  Appointments.


2.  Promotion and demotion.


3.  Written oral, and physical tests.


4.  Transfer layoff, and reinstatement of deputy sheriffs.


5.  Suspension layoff, and reinstatement of deputy sheriffs.


6.  Qualifications and citizenship requirements.
