MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to allow the Transportation Cabinet to receive moneys from federal, state, and local resources to support the "Human Service Transportation Delivery" system and to consolidate transportations delivery services that are currently being provided by state agencies of state government.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This legislation amends KRS 96A.010, regarding mass transit providers, to define the terms "human service transportation delivery" and "human service transportation delivery area"; amends KRS 96A.095, regarding mass transit services, to include human service transportation delivery as a service for which the Transportation Cabinet can receive funds, expand entities which can receive funds from the Transportation Cabinet, authorize the Transportation Cabinet to contract with transportation providers or brokers to provide human service transportation delivery, and authorize the Transportation Cabinet to promulgate regulations; amends KRS 96A.170 and 281.605 to make technical corrections; amends KRS 281.635, regarding city bus franchises, to exempt human service transportation delivery vehicles under contract with the Transportation Cabinet from city authority; and amends KRS 281.6185, regarding disabled persons transportation certificates, to prohibit the holder of a taxicab certificate from providing transportation in a disabled persons vehicle. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact is projected to be $48 million in FY 1998-99 and $50 million in FY 1999-2000 on the Transportation Cabinet.  This costs is offset by the expected receipt by the Transportation Cabinet of state (Restricted Funds), federal and local moneys to coordinate and provide human transportation delivery services.  These services are currently being provided by the Cabinet for Health Services, Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Workforce Development Cabinet.  The Governor's Branch Budget recommendations includes approximately $48 million in FY 1998-99 and $50.1 million in FY 1999-2000 to support this activity. The source of these moneys are the Medicaid program (KRS 205.520), the Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF), Vocational Rehabilitation and the Department for the Blind.  The Branch Budget supports the Empower Kentucky Human Service Transportation Delivery initiative.
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
