PURPOSE/MECHANICS

To ensure that dogs and cats are sterilized upon release from an agency, or after adoption by a new owner.  The language specifically states that a dog or cat shall not be released for adoption from a releasing agency unless the animal has already been sterilized, or the individual adopting the animal signs an agreement to have the animal sterilized by a licensed veterinarian.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  There will be increased administrative duties required in order to track the dogs and cats that have been sterilized in accordance with section 2, subsection (2) (b) of this bill.  According to language in this bill the court may take action necessary to comply with the requirements of these sections.  Any person who violates subsections 1 or 2 of section 2 may be subject to a civil penalty not to exceed fifty dollars ($50).
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
