MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 487 establishes a contractor certification program to be administered by the Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction; establishes an advisory board, the Kentucky Advisory Council on Contractor Certification, to advise the commissioner and approve fees established for certification; creates a uniform definition for enforcement purposes of "independent contractor"; amends 198B.060 to delete the requirement that a person must assure, by affidavit, that he or she has complied with workers' compensation and unemployment insurance laws, and substitute the showing of a current contractor certification or membership card in a builders' association as proof of coverage; increases the fine for noncompliance, and add injunctive relief as a remedy. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates six (6) new sections of KRS Chapter 198B and amends KRS 198B.060

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Department of Housing, Buildings & Construction estimates the need for forty-nine (49) additional staff plus associated operating costs at an estimated cost of approximately $1,850,000 in FY 1999-00.  Initial funding for the program shall be borrowed from existing surplus trust and agency accounts within the Department and repaid without interest over no more than the succeeding two fiscal years.  Fees are to be established by the Advisory Council at a level adequate to cover expenses.
