PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This Act prohibits a county containing a city of the first class, or a city within that county to issue a permit for the construction of a building within a flood plain for a period of two years.  This is strictly prohibited unless the building fits criteria stated in subsection (2) of this Act.

	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  The two-year moratorium on issuing permits for the construction of a building within a floodplain will apparently result in an overall reduction in building permits within the local jurisdiction, with a concomitant reduction in building permit fee income to the local jurisdiction. The number of permit applications which would be rejected because of the floodplain location is unknown; likewise the number of permits which would be issued for some other location within the local jurisdiction as a replacement for the floodplain location is unknown. While the financial impact is indeterminable, it is expected to be a net loss to the affected jurisdictions.
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
