On page 1, line 6, after the word "Act" by inserting the following "if the board for floodplain construction review, as described in Section 2 of this Act, finds that there will be no harm to persons or property resulting from that construction"; and

On page 1, line 10, after the words "floodplain area" by inserting the following "if the board for floodplain construction permit review, as described in Section 2 of this Act, gives its approval"

On page 1, after line 18 by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 104 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A county with a city of the first class shall jointly with the city of the first class establish a board for floodplain construction permit review. The board shall review each request to build any new structure within a floodplain area within that county. The board shall either grant permission to build or deny permission to build within sixty (60) days of receipt of the request. In determining whether or not to approve any new construction, the board shall weigh the anticipated environmental effects of the new construction on the floodplain as well as the anticipated economic effects of the construction to determine if the construction will have a harmful effect on persons or property. The board shall issue any rules necessary to conduct its business required by Section 1 of this Act and this section.

(2)
The board shall be composed of seven (7) members. The county judge/executive of the county shall appoint one (1) member at large, and two (2) members from local conservation and landowner organizations, which shall be chosen one (1) each from lists containing at least five (5) names and submitted by local watershed advocacy groups and from associations composed of, and representing, neighborhood associations within the county. The mayor of the city of the first class shall appoint one (1) member at large, and two (2) members from the lists submitted by local conservation and neighborhood advocacy organizations. The final member of the board shall be selected by the county judge/executive from a list submitted by local homebuilders' associations. The initial terms of the board members shall be staggered with four (4) members serving terms of two (2) years and three (3) members serving terms for one (1) year. Thereafter, the terms of all board members shall be for two (2) years. Board members may be appointed for consecutive terms. In the event of a vacancy, the vacant seat shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment. The board shall elect a chair and a vice chair from among its members. 

(3)
The board shall meet as often as it needs to complete its evaluations within sixty (60) days of the board's receipt of the request.

(4)
The county and the city shall agree upon the board members' pay or reimbursement for necessary expenses and upon the administration of the board in general, including, but not limited to, grounds for dismissal of board members.

(5)
The staff of any sewer district with jurisdiction over the floodplains within the county shall provide staff needed to assist the board in carrying out the provisions of Section 1 of this Act and this section and any local ordinance or regulation deemed necessary to carry out the provisions of Section 1 of this Act and this section. Any costs of the employees and staff shall be shared by the city and the county.

(6)
Any person aggrieved by a decision of the board may appeal to the Circuit Court of jurisdiction.

(7)
The board formed under Section 1 of this Act and this section shall be the sole authority in a county with a city of the first class for approving or disapproving new construction within a floodplain.

The county with a city of the first class and the city of the first class within that county shall have the authority to promulgate any ordinances or regulations deemed necessary to carry out the provisions of Section 1 of this Act and this section.
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
