PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This act deletes the contents of the original bill and creates a 19-member task force to study floodplain development in counties containing a city of the first class.  The task force will be staffed by the Legislative Research Commission and funded from the commission budget at $30,000.  A new section of KRS 104 is created to prohibit local governments from banning construction of single-family dwellings and commercial buildings on properties that are contiguous with a river, or that are adjacent to properties that are contiguous with a river.

	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  The creation of the 19-member task force will require a minimal amount of time and effort.  Some administrative time and effort may be needed in order to repeal existing ordinances that allow the construction of single family dwellings that are contiguous with rivers.  There will be a minimal cost for repealing an ordinance, advertising, meeting, and publication costs.
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
