PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill requires that juveniles be transported to juvenile treatment or detention facilities by either the sheriff or jailer of the county containing the committing court.  The bill also allows other law enforcement agencies to enter into agreements with the sheriff or jailer for the transportation of juveniles.  The Finance and Administration Cabinet or the Department of Juvenile Justice will reimburse the sheriff or jailer for mileage and expenses involved in the transportation of the juvenile.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but could be a net cost to sheriffs or jailers.  This bill gives the jailer or sheriff of a county the monopoly on the transportation of juveniles.  There is no exact data available on the total number of juveniles that are annually transported in the state.  The Department of Juvenile Justice transported 179 juveniles, itself, during the period December 1, 1997, to January 31, 1998.  Sheriff Ted Collins, Franklin County, reports that the transport of juveniles can result in a net cost, even after reimbursement.  The transport of a juvenile can involve two employees for an entire shift.  A transportation event is reimbursed on the basis of mileage traveled, not the cost of manpower.  In his example, Sheriff Collins points out that deputies' salaries can run $12.00 to $15.00 per hour.  The result is that a mileage reimbursement does not cover the actual costs of transportation.  If sheriffs or jailers are to transport all juveniles, then this bill may represent a net expense to counties.
