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Summary of Legislation:

	Creates new sections in KRS 520 to increase the penalty for resisting orders to stop a motor vehicle in the second degree from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony. Also adds a new section to make resisting orders to stop with intent to flee or elude in the first degree a Class B felony.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	For Fiscal year 1997 there were 89 convictions for resisting an order to stop a motor vehicle, Class A misdemeanor. If this crime were increased to a Class D felony for the second degree, the Department of Corrections estimates that we would receive 90% of these or 80 convictions each year with a one year sentence (4 months to parole eligibility, 9 months to serve out). It is assumed that 25% or 20 of these convictions would be paroled on the first hearing and 75% or 60 would serve out. It is also estimated that 10% or 9 of the convictions would be received for the Class B felony with a 10 year sentence (2 years to parole eligibility, 7.5 years to serve out). It is assumed that 25% or 2 of these would be paroled and 75% or 7 would serve out.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	For FY99 the impact cost would be $1,319,753 for 61 additional inmates.

For FY2000 the impact cost would be $1,558,391 for 61 additional inmates and 9 existing inmates carried over.

For FY2001 the impact cost would be $1,763,942 for an additional 61 inmates and 16 existing inmates carried over. 

For FY2002 the impact cost would be $1,980,105 for an additional 61 inmates and 23 existing inmates carried over.  

The number of inmates level out in FY2006 at 112 each year with  a cost of $2,959,978. 
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
