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Summary of Legislation:

	Creates new sections in KRS 520 to increase the penalty for resisting orders to stop a motor vehicle in the first degree to a Class D felony for specific conditions. Also adds a new section for fleeing or evading police as a pedestrian to be a Class D felony. Adds a new section to KRS 519 to make impersonating a peace officer a Class D felony.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	For Fiscal year 1997 there were 89 convictions for resisting an order to stop a motor vehicle, Class A misdemeanor. If this crime were increased to Class D felony for specific conditions, it is estimated that the Department of Corrections would receive 10% or 9 convictions each year with a one year sentence (4 months to parole eligibility, 9 months to serve out). It is assumed that 25% or 2 of these would be paroled and 75% or 7 would serve out. It is also estimated that the Department would get 1 additional conviction  with a one year sentence for impersonating a peace officer. 


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The Fiscal Impact for FY99 would be 10 inmates x $21,635 = $216,353.

The Fiscal Impact for FY2000 would be 10 inmates x $22,263 = $222,627.

The Fiscal Impact for FY2001 would be 10 inmates x $22,908 = $229,083.
