The professional development shall be developed to meet the specific needs of all certified and classified personnel depending on their relationship with exceptional students and students at risk of school failure. The professional development for instructional personnel shall be designed to provide and enhance skills of personnel to:

Improve the academic achievement of exceptional students and students at risk of school failure;
(b)
Significantly reduce the dropout rate of all students; and
(c)
Prepare all students for a successful transition to adult life.
