MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to raise the incentive pay for Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF) and Professional Firefighters Fund (FFP) participants from $2,500 to $2,750 in FY 1998-99 and $3,000 in FY 1999-00 and thereafter.  The legislation also increases grant awards to Volunteer Fire Departments from $5,000 to $7,200 in FY 1998-99 and $8,300 in FY 1999-00.  This legislation also includes sheriffs and sheriff deputies, as law enforcement groups that are eligible to participate in KLEFPF.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This legislation amends the following:  KRS 15.420, as it relates to the of sheriffs and sheriff's deputies in the definition of "police officer" and as it relates to assurance that full-time deputies who provide court security are included in KLEPF, ; KRS 15.440, as it relates to the requirement that must be met to be eligible for KLEFPF, as it relates to the requirement of continuing education for sheriffs and sheriff deputies, and as it relates to the requirement that all sheriffs, sheriff deputies hired after January 1, 1998, take the basic training; KRS 15.460, as it relates to the level of incentive money, paid to eligible KLEFPF participants and the level of pay for Sheriffs; KRS 95A.250, as it relates to the level of incentive money paid to eligible professional firefighters; KRS 95A.262, as it relates to an increase to increase the level of payment to each qualifying fire department; and KRS 42.190, 15.430, and 136.392, as it relates to the elimination of the lapsing provision of moneys over $3 million (effective June 30, 1999) in both KLEFPF and FF.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is a  fiscal impact on both the KLEFP Fund and the Professional Firefighter's Fund.  The KLEFP Fund fiscal impact is as follows:
