On page 11, between lines 21 and 22 by adding the following:

(15)
Professional firefighters and volunteer firefighters who are members of fire departments organized under KRS Chapters 75, 95, and 273 and KRS 67.083 who need to take the Kentucky EMT transition course, as established through administrative regulation promulgated by the Cabinet for Human Resources in order to renew their EMT certification, and have not yet taken the course, may choose to take it through the Workforce Development Cabinet's training facilities. After the effective date of this Act, the sum of one hundred dollars ($100) shall be paid from the Firefighter's Foundation Program fund to the Workforce Development Cabinet for each professional firefighter and each volunteer firefighter who chooses to take the course through the Workforce Development Cabinet's facilities. No payment shall be made to the Workforce Development Cabinet on behalf of a professional firefighter or volunteer firefighter who has not enrolled in time to finish the Kentucky EMT transition course and take the appropriate skill examination for Kentucky EMT certification renewal by July 1, 1999, or who has not passed the appropriate skill examination by July 1, 1999.
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
