On page 15, line 8, after "A", by deleting "customized or", and after "norm-referenced", by adding "or standards-based"; and

On page 18, line 9, after "schools", by adding "with schools serving as the unit of measure to determine success" and by deleting the new language after the period "."; and

On page 18, by deleting all new language on lines 10 through 13; and

On page 20, line 6, after "(1)(b)4.", by adding "Writing or mathematics portfolio scores shall not be included in the formula."; and

On page 21, by deleting lines 26 and 27 in their entirety; and

On page 22, by deleting lines 1 to 21 in their entirety; and

On page 22, line 22, before "After", by changing "(6)" to "(5)"; and

On page 27, line 25, after "which", by changing "may", to "shall not"; and

On page 27, line 26, after "evaluation", by deleting the remaining new language; and

On page 27, line 27, by deleting "dismissal, or transfer of personnel"; and

On page 34, line 22, after "Education", by deleting "shall administer the assessment" and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"and the Department of Education shall take the following actions concerning the Kentucky Instructional Results Information System (KIRIS) 1997-98 Assessment and Accountability Cycle Three that includes the 1996-98 school years:"; and

On page 34, by deleting lines 23 through 26 in their entirety; and

On page 35, line 6, after "eleven (11);", by adding "and"; and

On page 35, line 8, by deleting "; and"; and adding "."; and

On page 35, by deleting all language on line 9; and

On page 35, after line 9, by deleting lines 10 to 27 in their entirety and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(2)
Notwithstanding Section 12 of this Act, the Kentucky Board of Education shall not make a determination of school success, dispense rewards, or apply sanctions to schools or districts based on any assessment administered during the 1996-1998 biennium. All classifications of school success based on data obtained prior to the 1998-99 school year are void. No academic assessment data from school years prior to 1998-99 shall be used in the new assessment and accountability system. Notwithstanding Sections 12 and 14 of this Act, a distinguished educator assigned to a school during the 1997-98 school year shall continue to act only in an advisory capacity until the end of the school year. Notwithstanding Sections 12, 13, and 14 of this Act, schools that were "in decline" or "in crisis" during the 1996-98 biennium shall be offered highly skilled education assistance and may apply for Commonwealth school improvement funds.

(3)
Notwithstanding KRS 157.067, the Kentucky Board of Education shall authorize the distribution of a total of thirty million dollars ($30,000,000) out of the Kentucky successful schools trust fund to provide a school improvement award to every school in 1997-98. The award shall be given to the school's full-time, part-time, and itinerant certified instructional staff assigned to the school on the last working day of the accountability cycle unless a majority of the certified staff vote otherwise. The award shall not be added to a staff person's base salary and shall not be defined as compensation for retirement purposes under KRS 161.220 (10)."; and

On page 36, before "Outstanding", by changing "(6)" to "(4)".
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
