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AN ACT relating to equine imports.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 257.070 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The movement of domestic animals from other states into this state shall be made only in compliance with administrative regulations of the board. 

(2)
Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, any animal brought into this state in violation of any administrative regulation of the board shall be placed in quarantine and[ so] held until the necessary inspections[inspection] or tests have[test has] been completed by a representative or agent of the board. All expenses incident to the quarantine, including the inspection and testing, shall be borne by the seller[owner].

(3)
Any animal of the equine species brought into this state for sale, and found to be in violation of any administrative regulation of the board, shall be allowed to be sold. The animal shall be placed in quarantine and held at the buyer's premises until the necessary inspections or tests have been completed by a representative or agent of the board. All expenses incident to the quarantine, including the inspection and testing, shall be borne by the seller.
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
