MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  BR 1969/HB 544/HCS amends HB 544 by adding a Family Court Circuit Judgeship in Pike County (35th Judicial Circuit) and removing a Family Court District Judgeship in Pike County (35th Judicial District).

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  BR 1969/HB 544/HCS amends HB 544 as follows:

Section 4 amends HB 544 by removing Pike County Judicial Circuit (35th Circuit) from the list of judicial circuits entitled 2 judges and 2 numbered divisions of the Circuit Court.

Section 5 amends HB 544 by placing Pike County Judicial Circuit in the list of judicial circuits entitled to 3 Circuit Judges and 3 numbered divisions of the Circuit Court.

Section 9 amends HB 544 by placing Pike County Judicial District (35th District) in the list of judicial districts entitled to 2 District Judges and 2 numbered divisions of the District Court.

Section 10 removes Pike County (35th District) from the list of judicial districts entitled to 3 District Judges and 3 numbered divisions of the District Court.
