MEASURE'S PURPOSE:

HB 544/HCS 2 amends HB 544/HCS, relating to the Judicial Branch and making an appropriation therefor; 

Section 1 increases the number of Family Court Pilot Projects from 6 to 8, and adds Madison and Floyd Counties to the list of Family Court Pilot Projects.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 544/HCS 2 amends HB 544 as follows:

Section 1. Amends HB 544/HCS relating to the new section of KRS 23A by increasing the number of Family Court Pilot Projects from 6 to 8; adds Family Court Projects in Madison (District 5) and Floyd (District 7) counties; 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Administrative Office of the Courts states the cost to add a Family Court Judgeship in Floyd County, assuming an effective date of  July 1 1998 is $423,600 in FY 1999 and $354,200 in FY 2000.  The cost to add a Family Court Judgeship in Madison County, assuming an effective date of July 1 1999 is $515,900 in FY 2000.
