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Summary of Legislation:

	Amends KRS 532.080 to prohibit probation, conditional discharge and parole for a minimum term of not less than 10 years for persons convicted of persistent felony offender in the first degree which shall include people convicted of a Class D felony.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	For the past three years there have been an average of 40 commitments each year to the Department of Corrections for PFO 1st degree that were a Class D felony. The median sentence was 10 years (2 years to parole eligibility). If 25% or 10 of these are paroled then 75% or 30 will serve out  in 7.5 years. This bill would make these 10 Class D felons go from a 2 year parole eligibility to a ten year parole eligibility. This would add an additional 5.5 years to serve for these 10 commitments. However under the new bill all Class D felonies will serve out before meeting their  parole eligibility date.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The  impact  cost for FY 2001 would be 10 inmates staying 5.5 years longer x $22, 908 per inmate. 10 x $22,908 = $229,083. 

The impact cost for FY 2002 would be 10 new inmates staying 5.5 years longer and 10 inmates carried over from the previous year.  20 inmates x $23,573 = $471,454.

The impact cost for FY 2003 would be 10 new inmates staying 5.5 years longer and 20

inmates carried over from the previous year. 30 inmates x $24,256 = $727,689.

This impact would continue until FY 2006 when the number of inmates would level out to  an additional 60 inmates  each year at a cost of $1,585,703. for that year.
