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Summary of Legislation:

	Amends KRS 510.110  to increase sexual abuse first degree from a Class D felony to a Class C if the offense is committed by a body part other than the mouth or penis and increase sexual abuse in the second degree from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony if the offense is committed by a body part other than the mouth or penis.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	For the past three years there have been an average of 220 commitments each year for sexual abuse 1st degree with a median sentence of 5 years (1 year to parole eligibility, 3.75 years to serve out). It is assumed that 10% or 22 of these commitments would involve parts other than the mouth or penis. The 22 commitments would then become Class C felonies with a 10 year sentence ( 2 years to parole eligibility, 7.5 years to serve out) assuming they received the higher sentence. If 25% or 5 are paroled at the first hearing then 75% or 17 will serve out.

According to the Administrative office of the courts, they have received an average of 111 commitments each year for the last two years for the offense of sexual abuse 2nd degree, Class A misdemeanor.  If 10%  or 11 of these were to involve parts other than the mouth or penis  they would become Class D felonies with a 5 year sentence( 1 year to parole eligibility, 3.75 years to serve out), assuming they receive the higher sentence. If 25% or 3 were paroled than 8 would serve out.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The impact cost for FY99 would be 11 new inmates for Class D felony  x $21,635 per inmate. 11 inmates x $21,635 = $237,988.

The impact cost for FY2000 would be 8  (from the Class D) inmates carried over from the previous year and 16 new inmates. 24 x $22,263 = $534,305.

The impact cost for FY2001 would be 21 ( 5 from the Class C and 16 from the Class D) inmates carried over from the previous year and 16 new inmates. 37 x $22,908 = $847,609.

The impact cost for FY2002 would be 29 ( 5 from the Class C and 24 from the Class D) 

inmates carried over from the previous year and 16 new inmates. 45 x $23,573 = $1,060,771.

The impact cost for FY2003 would be 29 (5 from the Class C and 24 from the Class D) inmates carried over from previous year and 33 new inmates (22 from the Class C and 11 form the Class D). 62 x $24,256 = $1,503,890.

This impact would continue until FY2006 when the number of inmates would level out to an additional 113 inmates each year at a cost of  $2,986,407. for that year.
