MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Prohibit the employment of persons convicted of any sexual offense. Permit public information regarding inspections of day care centers and licensure denial, suspension, or violation. Add parents' rights to obtain information regarding inspections, licensure denial, suspension, or violation and identifying information about children and families to remain confidential. Require the Cabinet for Health Services to promulgate administrative regulations for release of information. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amend KRS 199.640 and KRS 199.896 to prohibit the employment of persons convicted of any sexual offense; permit public information regarding inspections of day care centers and licensure denial, suspension, or violation; amend KRS 199.898 to add parents' rights to obtain information regarding inspections, licensure denial, suspension, or violation and identifying information about children and families to remain confidential; amend KRS 199.8982 to require the Cabinet to promulgate administrative regulations for release of information. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for health services, there is no fiscal impact associated with the legislation.   Although increased records review will be required, it can be absorbed within current funding.  All inspections of child care facilities are already open records and available to the public.
