PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill amends KRS 17.110 to require that all law enforcement agencies test body fluids, saliva, hair, fingernail scrapings, skin scrapings of arrested persons and report findings to victims, public safety personnel, or any others affected/exposed or subject to exposure, such as jailers.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


Fiscal and administrative impacts are indeterminate but small. The increase in testing will not require direct funding by localities, but there will be indirect costs for the additional time required to take samples, fill out reports, send samples to laboratories, receive findings/results, send findings to affected offices and persons; and for the related training which will be required. A strict interpretation of the circumstances under which such samples would have to be taken, recorded, stored, sent to laboratories, reported to affected persons, etc. could cause very significant increases in workload and reporting requirements, and associated liabilities in cases where samples were not taken.
