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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 17.110 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
All city and county law enforcement agencies shall cause a photograph, a set of fingerprints, and a general description report of all persons arrested on a felony charge to be made and two (2) copies of each item forwarded within thirty (30) days after the arrest to the Department of State Police of the Justice Cabinet, in accordance with regulations of the Justice Cabinet. Unless the charges are dismissed or withdrawn at that appearance, the judge shall require any adult person appearing before any Circuit Court in the Commonwealth on a felony charge, who has not been arrested, to, if this has not already been done in the case before the court, be photographed and fingerprinted, and have a general description made following his arraignment. Agencies specified above shall furnish any other information involving offenses or in their possession relative to law enforcement upon request by the Justice Cabinet.

(2)
Each city and county law enforcement agency shall advise the Department of State Police of the disposition made of all cases wherein a person has been charged with an offense.

(3)
All city, county, and state law enforcement agencies shall cause bodily fluids, saliva, hair, fingernail scrapings, or skin scrapings, or combination thereof, to be taken from any suspect arrested for any crime in which the victim, public safety personnel, or any other person may have been exposed to the bodily fluids of the person arrested, or in which the person arrested may have transferred his or her skin, hair, saliva, or bodily fluids to the victim of the crime or the crime scene. The city, county, or state law enforcement agency shall cause the bodily fluids to be tested for communicable diseases. The facility performing the test will inform the head of the law enforcement agency, the Justice Cabinet, and any jail or correctional facility that will house the arrested person, in writing, as to the results of the test. The head of the law enforcement agency will reveal the results of the testing, in writing, to any person who may have been exposed to the saliva or bodily fluids. The city, county, or state law enforcement agency will cause scientific tests to be made of any bodily fluids, saliva, hair, fingernail scrapings, or skin scrapings, or combination thereof, to be compared with evidence left on the crime victim or at the crime scene. If the person arrested refuses to submit his bodily fluids, saliva, hair, fingernail scrapings, or skin scrapings, or combination thereof, then he shall be held without bail until such time as he can be brought before the court to be compelled to submit them.

(4)
The provisions of this section shall be held and construed to be ancillary and supplemental to any other testing mandated or authorized by KRS 438.250 or any other statute.
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
