AN ACT relating to controlled substances.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 218A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All persons convicted of a violation of this chapter shall be sentenced to pay a service fee which shall be in addition to all other penalties authorized by law.

(2)
The fee shall be imposed in all cases but shall be subject to the provisions of KRS 534.020 relating to the method of imposition and KRS 534.060 as to remedies for nonpayment of the fee.

(3)
The service fee established by this section shall be one thousand dollars ($1,000) for all persons convicted of trafficking offenses in this chapter and two hundred dollars ($200) for all other offenders convicted of violations of this chapter.

(4)
There is hereby created a trust and agency fund in the State Treasury to be known as the "controlled substance service fee trust fund," referred to in this section as the "trust fund."

(5)
The fees received pursuant to this section shall be deposited into the trust fund.

(6)
The trust fund shall be administered by the Cabinet for Human Resources and shall be disbursed by the Office of Substance Abuse to state or local entities solely for the purpose of programs relative to drug abuse prevention; treatment of convicted controlled substance abusers; drug law enforcement; or correctional programs related to drug enforcement, including juvenile and youthful offenders.
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
