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AN ACT relating to automatic teller machines.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 287 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 1 and 2 of this Act, unless the context requires otherwise:

"Electronic terminal" means an automated teller machine, a remote service unit, or any computer-controlled terminal located on bank premises or elsewhere, through which customers may make deposits, withdrawals, or other transactions as they would through a bank teller.

"Electronic terminal surcharge" means a transaction fee assessed by a bank that is the owner or operator of the electronic terminal.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 287 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A bank shall not impose an electronic terminal surcharge for any transaction conducted at an electronic terminal.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 289 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 3 and 4 of this Act, unless the context requires otherwise:
(1)
"Electronic terminal" means an automated teller machine, a remote service unit, or any computer-controlled terminal located on the premises of a savings and loan association or elsewhere, through which customers may make deposits, withdrawals, or other transactions as they would through a savings and loan association teller.

(2)
"Electronic terminal surcharge" means a transaction fee assessed by a savings and loan association that is the owner or operator of the electronic terminal.

SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 289 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A savings and loan association shall not impose an electronic terminal surcharge for any transaction conducted at an electronic terminal.

SECTION 5.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 290 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 5 and 6 of this Act, unless the context requires otherwise:
(1)
"Electronic terminal" means an automated teller machine, a remote service unit, or any computer-controlled terminal located on the premises of a credit union or elsewhere, through which customers may make deposits, withdrawals, or other transactions as they would through a credit union teller.

(2)
"Electronic terminal surcharge" means a transaction fee assessed by a credit union that is the owner or operator of the electronic terminal.

SECTION 6.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 290 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A credit union shall not impose an electronic terminal surcharge for any transaction conducted at an electronic terminal.
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
