PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill adds jailers, deputy jailers, sheriffs, deputy sheriffs to the positions defined in statute as "hazardous" for purposes of the County Employee Retirement System contributions and benefits, and requires fiscal courts to make the required contributions to fund the increased retirement benefits which would accrue.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


This bill requires the fiscal court to:  "appropriate county funds to make contributions required by section 1 of the Act for participation in the hazardous duty retirement program by jailers, deputy jailers, sheriffs, and deputy sheriffs." 

The act also requires that the jail budget include funds to make contributions required for participation in the hazardous duty retirement program by the jailer and deputy jailers who qualify for retirement benefits.

For an estimate of what this increased employer contribution will be, see the actuarial analysis.
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
