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AN ACT relating to designating Shelby County as the official Saddlebred Capital of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Shelby County is recognized by many as the Saddlebred Capital of the World; and

WHEREAS, the Shelbyville Horse Show brings people from throughout the country each year to watch some of the finest saddlebreds in the world compete; and

WHEREAS, the first registered Saddlebred, Monte Cristo, Jr., was raised in Shelby County; and

WHEREAS, Shelby County is home to over thirty Saddlebred establishments including over 1,000 World Champions; and

WHEREAS, the horsemen and residents of Shelbyville and Shelby County have hosted the Shelbyville Horse Show for the past seven years; and

WHEREAS, the show has been recognized by the United Professional Horsemen's Association with the Chapter Honor Show for seven years in a row and as the National Honor Show in 1993;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Shelby County is designated as the official Saddlebred Capital of Kentucky.
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
