PURPOSE/MECHANICS


This bill amends KRS 186.1732.  Currently, the provisions of this Section of the statutes apply to members or retired members of the United States Army Reserve.  Under the bill, the provisions will apply to members or former members off all the United States Armed Forces.  The bill allows active duty, reserve component, veterans, and retirees of all four services to receive a special motor vehicle license that designates their branch of service and their status within that branch of service, active, reserve, retired, or veteran.  The bill requires a one time $25.00 payment with each application.  Annually there will be an $11.50 renewal fee, plus a $3.00 clerk's fee.

	ESTIMATED COST


The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.  The bill creates a larger pool of people eligible for this type of license plate.  This will probably mean that more people will apply for a license of this type.  This will place an increased work load upon the county clerk.  No clerk contacted felt that the bill placed an undue burden upon its staff or resources.  Most felt that the $3.00 clerk's fee was adequate to cover the cost's of dealing with applications of this type.  It is impossible to know how many more applications for a license of this type will be generated, but the fee ought to cover the clerk's cost in processing applications and issuing licenses.
