PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill permits urban-county governments or the public (through petition) to authorize a referendum to vote on the levy of one of three taxes--ad valorem, occupational, or transient room tax that would fund the development rights program to purchase the development rights to parcels of land. 

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


This bill does not require local governments to levy these taxes, it merely enables them to put the question before voters in a referendum to fund the program of development rights. If the question does pass in a referendum, the tax imposed would be a funding stream solely for the program of development rights. After five years another referendum may be held on the question of whether to increase, decrease, or eliminate the funding sources of the programs.

There could be some costs incurred by the urban-county for the initial referendum process or the subsequent referendum that would modify funding sources of the program.
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
