On page 15 after line 13 by inserting the following:

"SECTION 9.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 9 to 11 of this Act, unless the context requires otherwise:

(1)
"Database" means the uninsured motorist identification database as described in Section 10 of this Act.

(2)
"Designated agent" means the third party which the cabinet contracts with for the pilot program as described in Section 10 of this Act.

(3)
"Pilot program" means the Uninsured Motorist Identification Database Program as described in Section 10 of this Act.
SECTION 10.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The cabinet may create the Uninsured Motorist Identification Database Pilot Program to establish an uninsured motorist identification database to verify compliance with motor vehicle owner's or operator's security requirements under KRS 304.39-080.

(2)
If the pilot program is created it shall be administered by the cabinet.

(3)
If the pilot program is created, the program's database shall be developed and maintained in accordance with guidelines established by the cabinet so that state and local law enforcement agencies can efficiently access the records of the database, including reports useful for the implementation of Sections 9 to 11 of this Act. The reports shall be in a form and contain information approved by the cabinet. The database shall be developed and maintained to permit these law enforcement agencies to access records or reports without the necessity of additional keystrokes if they are sought during routine traffic stops.

(4)
If the pilot program is created, the cabinet shall promulgate administrative regulations for the purpose of administering and enforcing Sections 9 to 11 of this Act.

SECTION 11.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

If the cabinet creates the Uninsured Motorist Identification Database Pilot Program:
(1)
The notification required of insurers under KRS 304.39-085, shall be sent to the pilot program; and

(2)
Any notification duties assigned to the Department of Vehicle Regulation as required under Section 1 of this Act shall be the responsibility of the designated agent of the pilot program."
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
