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AN ACT relating to alcoholic beverages.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 244.990 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any person who, by himself or herself or acting through another, directly or indirectly, violates any of the provisions of this chapter for which no other penalty is provided, except KRS 244.380 to 244.470, shall, for the first offense, be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor; and for the second and each subsequent violation, he or she shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. The penalties provided for in this subsection shall be in addition to the revocation of the offender's license. If the offender is a corporation, joint stock company, association, or fiduciary, the principal officer or officers responsible for the violation may be imprisoned.

(2)
Any person who violates KRS 244.170 shall, upon the first conviction, be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. Upon a second conviction he or she shall be guilty of a Class D felony. Upon the third and each subsequent conviction, he or she shall be guilty of a Class C felony.

(3)
Any person who violates any of the provisions of KRS 244.480 to 244.600 shall be guilty of a violation.

(4)
Any person, firm, or corporation violating any provision of KRS 244.083[ and 244.085] shall be guilty of a violation and each violation shall constitute a separate offense.

(a)
Any person who violates KRS 244.085(1) to (4) shall have his driver's license or instruction permit as issued under KRS Chapter 186 suspended for thirty (30) days for the first offense and six (6) months for each subsequent offense. If the person's instruction permit is suspended under this subsection, the person may reapply for his or her permit upon completing the suspension, and the one hundred eighty (180) days of driving experience that shall be obtained prior to the issuance of a driver's license shall begin to toll on the date the permit is reissued.

Each District Court shall report to the Transportation Cabinet the name, social security number, and address of each person violating KRS 244.085(1) to (4). If a person violating KRS 244.085(1) to (4) does not possess a driver's license or an instruction permit, the Transportation Cabinet shall maintain a record of the violation, and the person upon making application for the license or permit shall not be issued the license or permit until thirty (30) days has expired for the first offense for which he or she is convicted and six (6) months for each subsequent offense.
(c)
If a person whose license or permit is suspended under this subsection is guilty of a subsequent violation of this subsection, the person's suspension shall be extended for an additional period which shall begin to run at the completion of the suspension for the prior violation. Suspensions for offenses under this subsection shall run consecutively.

Any person who violates the provisions of subsection (5) of KRS 244.085 shall, for the first offense, be guilty of a violation, and for each subsequent offense shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

(7)[(6)]
Any person who violates KRS 244.125 shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for each subsequent offense.

Section 2.   KRS 244.085 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
As used in KRS 244.083 and this section: "Premises" means the place of business of a person licensed to sell alcoholic beverages including, in the case of drive-in establishments, the entire lot upon which the business establishment is situated.

(2)
No person under twenty-one (21)[21] years of age shall enter any premises licensed for the sale of alcoholic beverages for the purpose of purchasing or receiving any alcoholic beverages.

(3)
No person under twenty-one (21)[21] years of age shall possess for his or her own use, or purchase or attempt to purchase or have another purchase for him or her any alcoholic beverages. No person under twenty-one (21) years of age shall aid or assist any person under twenty-one (21)[21] years of age in purchasing or having delivered or served to him or her any alcoholic beverages.

(4)
No person under twenty-one (21)[21] years of age shall misrepresent his or her age for the purpose of inducing any licensee, or other employee of any licensee, to sell or serve any alcoholic beverages to such person.

(5)
No person under twenty-one (21)[21] years of age shall use, or attempt to use any false, fraudulent, or altered identification card or paper or any other document to purchase or attempt to purchase or otherwise obtain any alcoholic beverage.

(6)
No person shall aid or assist any person under twenty-one (21) years of age in purchasing or having delivered or served to him or her any alcoholic beverages.
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
