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Summary of Legislation:

	This bill creates a Psychiatric Review Board to review cases of persons found incompetent to stand trial, not guilty by reasons of insanity, incarcerated or paroled and suffering from mental illness.  Provides the procedures for continued confinement of these individuals. The bill also provides for  notification by escape or release of mentally ill offenders.
