MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of 98 BR 453/GA is to redefine the basis for calculating a local school district's "average daily attendance" (ADA) and "kindergarten full-time equivalent in average daily attendance" by including the deduction of the 5 lowest attendance days from the number of days schools are in session.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  98 BR 453/GA amends KRS 157.320 to redefine the basis for calculating a local school district's "average daily attendance" and "kindergarten full-time equivalent in average daily attendance" to include the deduction of the 5 lowest attendance days from the number of days schools are in session.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of 98 BR 453/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to calculate the increase in the ADA which would result from this deduction and the base guarantee per pupil funding level to be provided. 

If no additional funds are appropriated for the SEEK Fund, a redistribution among all local school districts of available funds would occur.

However, based upon the base guarantee per pupil funding level ($2,756) for the current fiscal year (FY 1997-98) the following example is provided.

Assume a local school district's current calculated ADA is 1,000 students, but after deducting the 5 days with the lowest attendance the school district's ADA is increased to 1,002 students.  As a result of this adjustment, the school district would receive an additional $5,512* ($2,756 x 2). 

*This calculation does not include the SEEK adjustments for students classified at-risk, home and hospital, or exceptional children, which are added to the Base SEEK calculation for the number of students affected.
