MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Allow a pharmacist to refuse to perform or omit the performance of any act if the pharmacist objects because of professional duty or moral, ethical or religious grounds; and prohibit claims of damage or any disciplinary, recriminatory or discriminatory action against a pharmacist with a claim of conscience.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 687 amends KRS 315.020 to allow pharmacist to refuse to perform or omit the performance of any act if the pharmacist objects because of professional duty or moral, ethical or religious grounds; amend KRS 315.121 to prohibit claims of damage or any disciplinary, recriminatory or discriminatory action against a pharmacist for such claims.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Kentucky Board of Pharmacy, which administers rules for persons who practice pharmacy, indicates that there are too many variables to consider when trying to determine the fiscal impact.  Therefore HB 687 has an indeterminable fiscal impact on the Commonwealth.
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
