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Summary of Legislation:

	Amends KRS 158.135 to change the definition of  “state agency children”. Redefines “child caring facility” and “group home”. Amends other issues relating to the Juvenile Justice Department. Requires that a youthful offender parole violator be incarcerated in a juvenile detention facility until 18 years of age unless released.  Upon reaching the age of 18 the violator shall be transferred to the Department of Corrections.
