MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 164 to require the registration and regulation of athlete agents.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 164 to require the registration and regulation of athlete agents; define terms; assigns to the Division of Occupations and Professions to provide administrative and logistical support responsibility; creates a revolving fund for financing operations; provides for financing with registration fees;  requires all athlete agents to register with the Division, to pay a registration fee not to exceed $300, and to submit evidence of a surety bond, malpractice insurance, or assigned deposits of $100,000; denies registration to any person convicted of relevant crimes within the last 10 years or any person who has had registration, certification, or licensure denied or revoked by another state; lists prohibited acts; requires athlete agents to use approved contracts with specified disclaimers; requires written notification to the school of any contract entered into by a student athlete; grants a student athlete a period of 15 days within which to rescind a contract; require a student athlete to notify the school within 72 hours of negotiating or signing a contract; requires at least 70 hours of community service for failure to comply; makes the athlete agent and the student athlete liable for any damages a school incurs when a school is sanctioned as a result of the ineligibility of the student athlete; directs the appropriate university to review and investigate complaints and recommend that the Division take commensurate with the nature and severity of the violation; provides for appeal of actions and a 13B hearing; and establish criminal penalties for violation of certain provisions of the Act.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Dave Nicholas, with the Division of Occupations and Professions, estimates the cost of administrative and logistical support to be $40,000.  Based on the State of Alabama's athlete agent's registry, which has 120 agents registered, the income would be 120 agents times the registry fee of $300 or $36,00.  The expenditures will be financed by the registration fees of approximately $36,000.
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
