PROVISION/MECHANICS:  98 RS BR 2304/HB 705 Section 1 amends KRS 532.140 relating to the prohibition against execution of mentally retarded offenders, to make the provision retroactive and to permit raising the claim of mental retardation, even if not raised before. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  According to the Department of Corrections, there are 31 inmates under the sentence of death and if one of these cases were determined to be imposed on a mentally retarded inmate, that inmate could not be executed.  The Department assumes this individual would then receive a sentence of Life Without Parole for 25 Years, the next most serious sentence.  Based on historical data, the legal appeals process in most death sentence cases takes an average of 20 years to complete.  Any fiscal impact would not occur until after this 20 year period is over.

Starting in FY 2019 the annual cost to incarcerate would be $27,070 (includes a 2.9% CPI) and would continue for a period of 5 years (Life Without Parole for 25 Years, less 20 years served while in the appeal process).
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
