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NOTE SUMMARY

	Fiscal Analysis:
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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Expand the loan repayment program for primary care health professionals to also include those agreeing to practice in underserved areas.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amend KRS 211.165 to define "primary health care professionals"; expand the Cabinet for Health Services loan repayment program for primary health care professionals to those agreeing to serve in medically underserved areas in addition to federally designated health professional shortage areas; allow the Cabinet to receive private donations and grant funds for the program.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for Health Services (CHS), this legislation contains no fiscal impact for CHS.  The loan repayment program for primary health professionals is 100% Federal Funds, and therefore does not impact the state budget.
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
