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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 719/GA requires the board of trustees of any policmen's and firefighters' retirement fund to arrange for hospital and medical insurance coverage for the benefit of members retired for service or disability; defines qualifications. for participation; requires the board of trustees to define coverages provided; requires premiums to be paid by the urban-county government; makes group rates available to spouse and dependents; and exempts premiums from any premium tax.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 719/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 79.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 719/GA has no state fiscal impact, but will have an impact on urban-county governments.
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
