The purpose of this bill is to require all residences to install smoke detectors.  If a city or local government owns buildings it rents as residences, then it will be responsible for installing smoke detectors.  All structures of this nature are to be inspected by local officials of the state fire marshal's office.

The financial impact on local governments is minimal.  If a structure is found to be in noncompliance to the language of this act, then a fee of $25 can be levied against the owner.  The county would most likely be the recipient of the funds.  There will be a slight increase in time and effort in order to inspect these buildings to insure that they are in compliance.
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
