MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This amendment excludes the value of any trade-in allowance for new cars.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amend KRS 138.450 to provide that new motor vehicles be taxed on the total consideration given, excluding any trade-in allowance.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

New motor vehicles are currently taxed on 90% of MSRP. No trade-in allowance is allowed. The provisions of this amendment would reduce road fund revenues approximately $40 million. County clerks would also lose approximately $1.2 million from reduced commissions for collecting the usage tax.
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
