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AN ACT relating to state forms.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 12 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Unless otherwise required by federal law or regulation, any form used by any organizational unit or administrative body of state government that requires 
a person to specify that person's or another person's race or ethnicity shall:

(1)
Permit the person completing the form to select more than one racial or ethnic identification; and

(2)
Include an option permitting the person completing the form to specify one or more additional racial or ethnic categories not listed on the form.
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
