MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  This measure amends the income tax credit for recycling or composting equipment.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure amends KRS 141.390 to change the definitions for "postconsumer waste" and "recycling equipment". Under current law, there is an income tax credit for taxpayers who purchase recycling or composting equipment that is used for recycling or composting postconsumer waste. Under this measure, the definition of postconsumer waste would be expanded to include any component or subassembly which can be harvested and reused. The definition of recycling equipment is expanded to include machinery that separates postconsumer waste and manufacturing machinery that is used to produce reusable components or subassemblies.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This measure expands the income tax credit to include recycling equipment that is used to separate postconsumer waste material and manufacturing machinery used to produce reusable components or subassemblies. Previously, recycling equipment that was only used to process postconsumer waste or to produce finished products was eligible for the credit. The Revenue Cabinet estimates that approximately $20,000-30,000 of credit a year is now denied because the recycling equipment was not being solely used for the purpose specified. It is estimated that there will be a $20,000-$30,000 loss in general fund revenue because of this expansion.
