PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill, "An Act relating to drug-induced incapacitation.", amends KRS 510.050 to add sexual intercourse with a person who is mentally incapacitated to the definition of rape in the second degree; amends KRS 510.080 to add deviate sexual intercourse with a person who is mentally incapacitated to the definition of sodomy in the second degree; and amends KRS 510.110 to add subjecting a person to sexual contact who is mentally incapacitated to the definition of sexual abuse.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact is indeterminable and likely to be small. However, there will be a need for additional training regarding procedures, testing, evidence, documentation, testimony, etc. The act is titled "relating to drug-induced incapacitation". However, the term used throughout the bill is "mentally incapacitated" This, and other circumstances, may result in ambiguity regarding the definition/determination of mental incapacity.
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
